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Starting at the top edge of the vehicle's
windscreen, measure and mark the
dimension as shown onto both LH / RH ditch
centre's.

Place the foot rail on the vehicles roof, lining
up the front slot centre with the mark you
made and mark the centre of the remaining 3
slots on the Foot Rail. Do this on both the LH
& RH side.

Mark the front and rear of each foot tab.
Remove the Foot Rail (Item 1) and drill 4mm
Pilot holes on the markings made earlier.

Carefully Remove the molding sections and
cut the molding on the markings you made.

Refit the ditch molding and open the 4mm
holes to 12mm.

Insert a M6 x 30 Button Head Bolt (Iltem 13)
into the Jack Nut Tool (Item 12) and loosely
fit a Jack Nut (Item 3) to the button head bolt
as shown.

Using a cordless driver and a 4mm allen
cordless bit, set the jack nut into the hole
while holding the Jack Nut Tool, to prevent
the Jack Nut from turning.

Make sure the Jack Nut has pulled

up all the way to the inside skin of the
roof panel.

Tightening Torque:

M6 :8-10Nm /5.9 ftIb - 7.38 ft Ib

Place the spacers as shown in Fig 1.1 in the
vehicles ditch, aligning the the spacers with
the holes in the vehicles roof.

Place a bead of silicone along the threads of
the M6 x 35 Hex Bolts and secure the rack
using M6 x 35 Hex Bolts, M6 Spring Washers
and M6 x 19 x 1 Flat Washers.

Place M6 Nut Caps (Item 9) over all hex bolts.
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3.1 (Refer to RRSTUNI when assembling your Slimline Il Tray.

3.2 Make sure that the wind deflector is
installed before you proceed to the next
step.

Tightening Torque:

M8 : 15-20Nm / 11.06 ft Ib - 14.75 ft b

Fit your roof rack to the Foot Rails using
M8 x 20 Hex Bolts, M8 x 16 x 1.6SS Flat
Washers and M8 Nyloc Nuts (Items 6, 8
& 9) as shown.

Center the rack and tighten fully. Use M8 Nut Caps (Items 10) to finish off the nuts.
