Consider these important factors before 
installing the fridge slide cage.

The fridge slide cage works with FSLI022. 

The overall dimensions of the cage is 
931(L) x 638(W) x 576(LH)/606(MH) & 
636(HH)mm on the low, medium & high 
setting. 

Determine if the low, medium or highest 
setting must be used by comparing your 
fridge height with the height settings shown 
in step 2.6 - 2.8. 

Consider the clearance area needed around 
the cage as shown in step 2.2. Check rear 
seat angle and adjust if possible and 
required.

Place the fridge slide in the desired position, 
measure the offset and height setting 
needed as shown in step 2.1 from the front 
of the fridge slide to ensure that the cage 
will not interfere with your tailgate/boot 
door, these are the minimum requirements 
for the length x depth x height needed to 
mount the fridge slide.

Follow the fitment guide for FSLI022, to fit 
the fridge slide. 

Once the fridge slide has been positioned 
and fitted, you will need to remove the fridge 
slide before moving on to the fridge cage 
assembly.

CAUTION: For vehicles with a rear 
hatch, slowly lower the hatch to 
confirm the cage is clear from the 
hatch glass or any plastic trim panels.

Substitute the Bolts included in the FSLI022 
kit for the M6x25 Hex Bolts (Item 17) and 
fully tighten the bolts, the M6x19x1 
Flat Washers from the FSLI022 kit must be 
used to ensure a secure fitment.

If the mimimum offset of 50mm was used for 
the rear of the Fridge Slide, substitute the 
M6x12 Button Head Bolts (Item 9) for the 
M6x12 Hex Bolts (Item 10) as these Hex Bolts 
require less access with an open ended 
wrench or ratchet to tighten.

Fully tighten the M6x12 Button Head 
Bolts or M6x12 Hex Bolts (Item 9 or 10) as 
shown and the bolts in step 2.21, so that the 
cage is secured to the Base Brackets 
(Item 1).

The Eye Nuts (Item 16) can be used in 
combination with our Stratchits (STRA034 - 
sold separately) to secure a wide range of 
items to the Fridge Cage.

Loop your Fridge's power cable as shown to 
ensure that the cable doesn't get caught 
within the Fridge Slide runners or pinched 
when opening/closing the Frdige Slide.
