The Movable Arm can only be used on Racks that have a width of 1255 mm or greater and a length of 1358
mm or greater. The Movable Arm can be mounted on either corner of the Rack. The recommend fitment is on
the left rear corner as demonstrated in these instructions. If your Rack is 1762 mm long, you will however
not be able to mount the Movable Arm on the left hand rear corner as recommended due to interference
between the Locking Bracket and the Joiner in the Side Profile of the Rack.

Should you wish to mount the Movable Arm to either of the other corners, simply follow the Instructions
applying them to the chosen corner. You will need to check for interference between the Locking Brackets
and the Joiners in the Side Profile of the Rack before fitting.

( C ) Place the Movable Arm over the corner of the Rack as shown. Line the Nyloc Nuts from Step 2B up with
the mounting holes in the top of the Movable Arm and secure the Arm in position using six of the M8 x 25

( D ) Referring to Steps 2B & 2C, insert two M8 Nyloc Nuts (Item 4) into the front of the left hand side
"U-channel" and loosely secure the Locking Bracket (Iltem 3) to the side of the Rack using two M8 Flat
Washers and two M8 x 25 Button Head Bolts (items 1 & 2).

( E ) Gently close the Movable Arm and adjust the Locking Bracket, left to right so that the Sprung Locking Pin
on the Movable Arm locates into the hole at the bottom of the Locking Bracket. With the Movable Arm
locked in position, tighten the two M8 Button Head Bolts securing the Locking Bracket to the Rack.

( F ) Underneath the left rear corner of the Rack, Secure the the slat from Step 2A back to the Rack using the
M8 x 30 Button Head (ltem 6) supplied.

( G ) Working at the right rear corner of the Rack, loosen the M6 Button Head Bolt as indicated and remove the
corner. Slide one M8 Nyloc Nut (Item 4) dome side up into the bottom rear "U-channel” and line it up with
the mounting point on the underside of the Movable Arm and secure using a M8 x 25 Button Head Bolt and
M8 Flat Washer (ltems 1 & 2).

H ) Referring to Step 2D, loosely fit the remaining
Locking Bracket to the rear of the Rack using the
remaining M8 x 25 Button Head Bolt, M8 Flat
Washers and M8 Nyloc Nuts (Items 1 & 2).

Refit the corner to the Rack.
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9 INSTALL MOVABLE ARM CONT...

( | ) The Movable Arm consists of two moving parts, the Main Arm and the Mounting Arm. If the Movable Arm
is still in the closed position from Step 2E, pull Pin 1 releasing the Movable Arm. Open the Movable Arm
and pull Pin 2 releasing the Mounting Arm from the Main Arm. With both arms free to move
independently, rotate the Movable Arm around towards the rear of the Rack (Images 1 & 2). Lock the
Mounting Arm to the Main Arm using Pin 1 (Image 3).

Referring to Step 2E adjust the second /rear Locking Bracket fitted in Step 2H.

e FIT AWNING TO MOVABLE ARM

( A ) Insert four M6 x 16 Hex Bolts (Item 7) into the top and bottom t-slot channels found at the rear of the
awning. Slide the Bolts down the channels into middle of the Awning. Space the top and bottom rows of
Bolts inline with one another and 200 mm.

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e FIT AWNING TO MOVABLE ARM CONT...

( B ) Open the Main Arm and Mounting Arm. Lift the awning into position lining the M6 Hex Bolts in the rear of
the awning with the mounting holes found in the Mounting Arm. Loosely secure the awning to the
Mounting Arm using the M6 Flat Washers and Nyloc Nuts (ltems 8 & 9) supplied.

Close the Movable Arm, so that the awning is running down the left hand side of the vehicle. Adjust the
position of the awning, front to back as desired. Open the Main and Mounting Arms again and tighten all
the M6 Nyloc Nuts securing the awning to the Mounting Arm.
